Water Waster 

IDENTITY:    An imp created from humans’ wasteful behaviours 

SPECIAL POWER:  Confuse, mislead and make people lose themselves, 

weakening their will in environmental protection. The 

more people waste water, the stronger this power 

becomes. 

DEVIOUS PLAN:  Disrupt the Earth’s ecosystem and cause global water 

shortages by persuading people to waste water resources. 

 

P.8-9 

Water Waster moves around in the city and persuades anyone he meets to waste 

water resources: 

“Why do you turn off the tap while brushing your teeth? Turning it on and off is 

so bothersome!” 

“The fresh water pipe is leaking? There is no need to fix it! The water tariff is 

not high anyway!” 

“You don’t have to buy water-saving devices. They don’t save much water 

indeed!” 

“Don’t wait to wash dirty clothes in full drum! They will only get dirtier and 

smellier in the laundry basket. Washing just one piece of clothing in the washing 

machine won’t matter!”

As more and more people are confused and misled by Water Waster, a lot of 

precious water is wasted.

Still not yet satisfied, Water Waster goes to contaminate an essential water 

resource of Hong Kong – the Dongjiang water.

Dongjiang water originates from Dongjiang, which is a river over 50 kilometres 

away from Hong Kong. The water passes through 68 kilometres of channel and 

crosses 6 mountains before reaching Hong Kong. 

 

After a long journey, Water Waster arrives at Dongjiang but he discovers that 

Dongjiang water is under rigorous water quality surveillance and is conveyed via 

dedicated aqueducts to protect from pollution. There is no way to contaminate it.
